2nd Project Meeting

17/1 – 24/1 2013
“Landscape as a mirror” project partners have held their second meeting at Lycee de Bellevue, from January 17th to January 24th 2013. The tasks, that were previously set, have been done. The project partners also visited several places in the island, related to the project theme.
· The project partners presented their schools and regions to the host school staff, teachers and students.

· All the partners created our planned project product "Origin of our landscape". The involved students under control of their teachers made models of their local landscapes from colored dough. On the base of the models they also presented the local landscapes to the project community.
· All the participants celebrated “Comenius Day”. Every group prepared their national stand with their typical products, promotional materials etc. and they presented their country/region to the wide local community. The participants also took part in a folk dancing and theatre performances, organized by the host school.
